Have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 3.5 on a 
4.0 scale (3.49 does not qualify);

Have at least two semesters (or equivalent) remaining in residence 
at their home institution a�er completing the study abroad 
experience;

Attend a study abroad program that begins between 
May 1, 2011 and June 30, 2012;

Provide the letter of acceptance into a Study Abroad program on 
o�cial letterhead as part of their application);

Work toward a study abroad plan that relates directly to their 
academic preparation, potential career choice, or commitment to 
the welfare of others.
