The study abroad program must begin between May 1,
2024 and June 30, 2025;

Must have applied and/or been accepted into a study
abroad program (provide the letter of acceptance on

official letterhead as part of your application*);

*If an official letter of acceptance is not available at the
time of submission, then the applicant may obtain a letter
from his or her school (on official letterhead) verifying the
submission of an application and the student’s intent to

travel abroad.

Previous winners are not eligible to apply.
