Connecting the Generations

By Editor Peter Szatmary

Fates align for University of New
Mexico Phi Kappa Phi members John A.
Yeakel and Molly Maguire-Marshall. The
former; a retired professor of manage-
ment, established the Deborah and John
Yeakel Fellowship with his aforemen-
tioned wife earlier this year to support
graduate education for nominees ideally
from the state of New Mexico. The latter,
winner of one of the school s outstanding
senior awards in 2009, is the inaugural
recipient of the Yeakel largesse. They
overlap in other ways, too, evidenced in
answers to analogous questions sent to
them. Here are edited excerpts.

Purpose

Question: John, you served in the
Army before beginning higher educa-
tion. Discuss this experience.

Answer: [ was drafted into the U.S.
Army Medical Service Corps during the
Korean War. After completing the Ar-
my’s pharmacy school, I spent my
military service filling prescriptions at
Fort Sam Houston in San Antonio. The
GI Bill gave me the opportunity of
going to college at Penn State in 1954.
Growing up, I had no relatives or close
friends with college degrees or universi-
ty experiences. Most importantly, there
were no funds available to finance higher
education. Thus, earning a college degree
was not on my radar before getting drafted.
Military service exposed me to a great di-
versity of people: draftees with no secondary
or higher education, many with partial col-
lege backgrounds, others with degrees,
medical doctors, etc. This opened up a
wider vision of the world, and the GI Bill
enabled me to enter it.

Q: Molly, you postponed graduate
school to be a Peace Corps volunteer in
Guayaquil, Ecuador, the past two years,
working with poor urban youth and their
families on HIV/AIDS education. Discuss
your decision.

A: It was one of the easiest decisions
I’ve ever made. I grew up listening to my
parents’ transformative stories of their Peace
Corps service in Jamaica as young adults.
Residing in the U.S. can be like living in a
bubble; it’s easy to take for granted basic
freedoms and resources. Peace Corps volun-
teers go to some of the poorest rural and
urban communities in the world. In trying to
make a difference in a challenging environ-
ment, [ hope I gave back half of the love
and compassion that people showed me.

Real world versus ivory tower
Q: John, you interrupted graduate stud-
ies, master’s at Penn State and doctoral at

University of Florida, to be a certified
public accountant. What was the impact?

A: Upon completion of my B.S. degree
in accounting, I expected to practice as a
CPA for my career, and I was hired by an
international accounting firm. One of my
Penn State professors once asked if I had
considered teaching. At the time, I thought
the question rather absurd. But after a few
years, and the offer of a teaching assistant-
ship in hand, I left the CPA firm primarily to
see if the teaching idea had merit. It did!
After earning the M.S. in finance, Penn
State hired me full time for two years, but
couldn’t make me permanent since I had no
Ph.D. I returned to professional accounting,
in Santa Fe, N.M., expecting to teach courses
at a local college. Quickly realizing my plan
for not one, but two careers was not feasi-
ble, I decided to enroll in a doctoral program
and focus on the teaching profession. All
turned out well. My background enriched
my teaching for the benefit of students
(and myself). Theory and practice, plus
history and culture, always intermingle in
the real world!

Q: Molly, you are spending October
through July 2012 in Bangladesh on a Ful-
bright grant, postponing your graduate
studies again. What will you be doing?

A: I’ll be an English teaching assistant in
a high school or university with Bangladeshi
students. And I’1l have opportunity to help
with Bangladeshi nongovernmental organi-

zations and youth development projects.
My interest in Bangladesh was sparked
by reading Banker to the Poor, the best-
seller by 2006 Nobel Peace Prize
laureate Muhammad Yunus, about the
development of microfinance in rural
Bangladesh. My interest in the region
intensified in summer 2008 when I
taught English and math to elementary
students in Kolkata (Calcutta) in the
bordering Indian state of West Bengal.
Many students spoke Bengali at home,
and when they invited me over, [ was
frustrated that my interaction with their
mothers was limited because I could not
converse in Bengali. So I will also study
Bengali language and culture to be able to
engage with locals in increasingly meaning-
ful ways. And like many U.S. citizens, |
know little about Islam, and I will benefit
from living in one of the world’s most popu-
lous Muslim countries.

Objectives

Q: John, you taught at University of
New Mexico from 1965 to 1990. What
were your goals?

A: I mostly taught financial and mana-
gerial accounting theory and practice,
corporation finance, and international ac-
counting, always with an emphasis on the
“why”” and not simply on the “how.”

Q: Molly, you earned a B.A. in speech
and hearing sciences and women'’s studies
from University of New Mexico in 2009.
You will pursue an M.A. in international
development at American University,
School of International Service, upon return
from Bangladesh, applying your Yeakel
Fellowship to it. What are your goals?

A: To work in international community
development with an urban focus on micro-
finance, income generation or HIV/AIDS
education. And to do so by “standing with”
rather than “doing for” others. m

Sustaining a Dream

hantel Thuy An Pham tends
to laugh lightheartedly when
ending sentences.

The University of Texas

at Austin senior architec-

ture major leaves a

listener with the impres-

sion that she is relaxed
and content.

In one sense, Pham
has reason to be. Win-
ning a Study Abroad
Grant to help support her fall se-
mester in Switzerland, Italy, and
France — and being featured in an
article — may contribute to this
upbeat serenity.

But her buoyant equanimity
proves remarkable given what she
shoulders at home and school.

Pham has maintained a rigorous
course load while working part-
time at her parents’ Short N Sweet
Café ever since they opened the
Austin shop in 2006. That’s impres-
sive enough. It’s even more note-
worthy when realizing that her
folks, who emigrated from South
Vietnam in the early 1980s, speak
English fluently but write it mini-
mally and that Pham is a
distinguished college scholar,
meaning that she ranks in the top
four percent of her class.

Most profoundly, in October 2010,
Pham lost her brother Peter, a 22-year-
old senior international relations major
and aspiring physician at St. Edwards
University, in a traffic accident that
stole away her only sibling — and best
friend. They envisioned establishing
sustainable health clinics in rural Viet-
nam, to which the family returns every
other year, with Peter as the doctor and
his little sister as the architect.

“My mom and dad described
Peter as the dreamer and me as the
realist” she said.

To honor their plan and
memorialize her brother,
Pham created and is presi-
dent of the nonprofit
Peter’s Clinic, whose intent
is to fund, build and staff
health clinics in Vietnam.

“I want to serve society
as best [ can on an interna-
tional level” through
green architecture, said Pham, who
minors in social entrepreneurship.

She loses herself in the details
of the sustainable clinics: solar pan-
els adorning roofs, for instance, and
rainwater being recycled — espe-
cially helpful in the Vietnamese dry
season, she said.

Pham hopes to return from Eu-
rope at Thanksgiving with more
ideas since she is studying, among
other things, energy-efficient build-
ings as mandated by law.

She wishes she could share her
findings with her brother. “Everyone
loved Peter. He was the funny one, a
really cool guy who always smiled,”
she said with a faint laugh. m

| McKenzie Study Abroad Grant'
Wendell H. McKenzie, former Society
president and North Carolina State
University (NCSU) Alumni Distin-
guished Professor of Genetics, and his

wife Georgie established this grant earlier this year. He
earned degrees from Westmar College (B.A) and NCSU (M.S.
and Ph.D.) and won numerous local and national teaching
awards during his 1969-2008 tenure at NCSU. The grant is
given annually to a successful applicant from NCSU. If there
isn't a viable entrant, the grant then goes to a successful
candidate from another Phi Kappa Phi member institution.

Larry Sommers Study Abroad Grant?
Former Society president Larry Sommers did
not have opportunity to study abroad as a
University of Wisconsin (UW) undergraduate.
His gift to the Society, funded between 2004

and 2007, helps future generations of students do so. Earning
a master's degree from UW and a doctorate from Northwest-
ern University, Sommers taught geography at Michigan State
University for 40 years, heading the department for 25 years,
and spent a number of years in the provost’s office. An Army
veteran who served in North Africa in World War II, he died in

(out of 48 entries) to Phi Kappa Phi chapters and active members for ongoing projects or
new initiatives that reinforce part of the Society’s mission “to engage the community of
scholars in service to others.” Including 2011, more than 100 recipients have earned Litera-
cy Grants totaling upwards of $225,000 since the program began in 2003.

Born to Read

This program provides a new book to
each of the 2,000 babies born in the Cape
Girardeau, Mo., area annually. Reading to
babies increases the likelihood of reading at
later ages, data show. Personnel from local
hospitals give parents a Little Golden Book
upon leaving with the newborn. Books
contain a Society stamp and explanatory
letter. Born to Read also won Literacy Grants
in 2008 and 2009. (Mary Elizabeth Ambery,

Extra! Extra! Read All about It!

The Literacy Center at Augusta State
University (ASU) expands tutoring services
through Scholastic’s ReadAbout software
that builds reading comprehension, content
area knowledge, and vocabulary and helps
prepare tutees with special needs for state-
mandated Criterion-Referenced Compe-
tency Tests. Tutees, 125 or more, come
from a homeless shelter and the Literacy
Center’s waiting list. The grantee and
facility also won Literacy Grants in 2009
for literacy tutorials and 2010 for a GED
lending library. (Paulette Harris, ASU)

First-Generation College Students

Last year, McKendree University (MU)
started McKendree Firsts, a program
offering its first-generation college students
academic, financial and personal support.
Accordingly, Phi Kappa Phi chapter
members and teacher candidates assemble
Bearcat Packs, canvas bags in MU’s
nickname, with Kathleen Cushman’s First
in the Family: Advice about College from
First-Generation Students, a dictionary,
and an insider’s guide to college, plus
activities and surveys, for these students
and their families.

Graphic Novel for Literacy

Roughly 60 percent of students at
Flandreau (S.D.) Indian School, an off-
reservation boarding high school founded
in 1893, enroll at two or more grades
below reading level. Many come from
households without books. The school
holds strategic reading classes for them.
And all pupils and teachers read whatever
they want for 20 minutes daily through
Monitoring Independent Reading Practice.
Graphic novels will be purchased through
the grant. (Ndona Kanza Hansen, South
Dakota State University)
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Health and Wellness Kits

Students taking children’s literature and
community health courses at McKendree
University (MU) create health and wellness
literacy kits for Lebanon (I1l.) Grade School,
a rural campus of 450 children. Kits include
storybooks by the former MU students and
handbooks by the latter MU students; activi-
ty boxes for teachers with, for instance,
pedometers, jump ropes, and cookbooks; and
similar family packs for parents. MU stu-
dents visit classrooms to facilitate learning.

In-Home Daycare Outreach

In-home daycare providers don’t
necessarily have the resources to foster early
literacy that larger, licensed daycare centers
do. So monthly interactive story time
sessions are provided for up to 80 primarily
at-risk preschoolers at six to eight in-home
daycare facilities. The grant funds books,
CDs and manipulatives. Glendora (Calif.)
Public Library and Azusa Pacific University
professors and students collaborate on a
project now in its fifth year. (Mary Pat
Dodson, San Jose State University)

Kiwanis and Chapter Literacy Project

Twice a year for the past two years, the
University of Toledo (UT) Phi Kappa Phi
chapter has partnered with the West Toledo
Kiwanis and its student affiliate, UT Circle
K, to donate books to 290 at-risk pre-
schoolers in area Head Start and YMCA
programs; personalize bookplates in the
children’s names; and read the works to
them. The grant underwrites a third round.
The literacy program began five years ago.

Literacy Play

This initiative utilizes developmental
psychologist Howard Gardner’s theory of
multiple intelligences about the diverse ways
people process information. Alphabet literacy
kits apply the eight intelligences Gardner
conceptualized: picture books and puppets
(linguistic), puzzles and science (logical/
mathematical), 3-D projects (spatial), etc.
Kits become part of a toy lending library and
play resource center created at Bloomsburg
University (BU) by the grantee last year.

One World, One Day

The project’s title also is the title of
Barbara Kerley’s picture book that follows
kids across the globe for 24 hours, reveal-
ing overall similarities amid differing

details. Michigan State University (MSU)
students, faculty, staff and Community
Language School personnel read it at five
public libraries — then show a DVD fea-
turing MSU participants translating it into
other languages. The first 30 children at
each library receive a free copy of the
book. (Angelika Kraemer, MSU)

School Transformation Project: Nicaragua

Backers travel to a small K-12 school
in Condega, Nicaragua, for a week to help
transform a book area into a real library.
Supplies include bookshelves, seating,
tables and other furniture, textbooks,
teaching resources, Spanish-English
books, additional reading material, DVDs,
and computers. Teach a Child, Inspire a
Life, a student club at The Ohio State
University (OSU) partners in this
outreach, which also includes building a
protective wall on school grounds.
(Amelia Baum, OSU)

The acronym stands for Scaffold,
Optimize Learning, and Achieve Reading
Success, a program offered by the
William Paterson University (WPU)
Reading Clinic, which provides one-on-
one and small-group tutoring, remediation
and enrichment for K-12 students and
college freshmen. SOAR hosts free
parental workshops to encourage reading
at home; acquires resources for older,
struggling readers; and expands the site’s
lending library. Tutors are certified
teachers and reading specialists; WPU
teacher candidates assist. (Salika
Lawrence, Fordham University)

Tanzania Literacy Project

The San Diego State University
(SDSU) Phi Kappa Phi chapter shipped
some 6,000 books and supplies to
Mnyakongo Primary School in the village
of Kongwa, Tanzania, in March 2010. The
chapter and SDSU cosponsors also
supported the building of a school library;
representatives attended the installation
that May. The grant paid for 500 textbooks
in Swahili for a return visit last June in the
next phase of this ongoing multifaceted
effort.

The explosion of ebooks reinforces the
link between reading skills and computer
literacy. Thus, about 25 at-risk children
ages 5 to 9 attending an afterschool
program at the Williamsport (Pa.)

Fighting Words =

ome soldiers are unwilling to share
their wartime experiences upon re-
turning home. Others yearn to but
don’t know how.

That’s why Army veteran Travis Mar-
tin, who completed two tours of duty in
Iraq, will apply his Literacy Grant to
help publish a journal of prose, poetry
and artwork by and for military veterans
and their families.

“My generation is more open to emo-
tions,” said Martin. But, he continued, it
can be difficult to release pent-up battle
memories. Writing provides a type of reck-
oning and therapy, he said.

Martin should know. Dropping out of
community college after two weeks in
2002, the 18-year-old joined the Army. He
was assigned to a transportation company
in Mannheim, Germany, and served in
Iraq in 2003 for nine months and in 2005
for a year. Duties included driving a truck
in combat areas and operating a machine
gun. Martin achieved the rank of sergeant
before honorable discharge in 2006.

He then finished community college,
graduated summa cum laude from East-
ern Kentucky University (EKU) in 2009
as an English major and earned a mas-
ter’s degree in English there last spring.
Along the way, he was student vice presi-
dent of the EKU Phi Kappa Phi chapter.
This fall he began a Ph.D. program in lit-
erature at University of Kentucky.

When Martin returned stateside, “I
dealt with many of the issues faced by
today’s student veterans,” he said. But
“despite the best efforts of the Depart-
ment of Veterans Affairs, I had to
figure out ways to deal with my issues
on my own.”

Studying war literature was a prime
coping mechanism.

soldier/writers such as American novelist
Tim O’Brien (Vietnam War) and English
poet Wilfred Owen (World War One)

Endeavoring to

oarding, the excessive col-
Hlecting of items, first caught

the eye of Love of Learning
(LoL) Award winner and social
worker Norma D. Thomas in 1997
while preparing a care protocol for
senior citizens. She has studied ger-
ontology for more than 35 years but
what Thomas witnessed back then
threw her. During the writing proc-
ess, she learned that a pair of elderly
siblings had been found dead in their
home under mounds of trash, Thom-
as recalled. Caseworkers tried to
assist them repeatedly, but to no
avail. Appalled and gripped by the
duo’s unseemly demise, she began
to scrutinize the disorder.

“Although there is now a great
deal of information and a number of
people doing research in this area,
along with the fascination on TV
[i.e.: Hoarders on A&E], interven-
tion strategies in working with this
population are still not widely un-

derstood. This is why I want to do

some further investigation,” said
Thomas, an associate professor and
director of the master of social work
program at California University of

Pennsylvania.

She will use the LoL funds to
deepen her understanding of the

origins of hoarding and the demo-

graphics of hoarders. Thomas
